One footpath in dispute and another overgrown with nettles

At the far end it comes out through someone’s garden and although they must have known of the right of way when they bought the house, they have fierce dogs and the exit from the field and over Catharine Bourne has become impassable. A notice on the road bridge over Catharine Bourne has a map and indicates that a new footpath is to replace the old, perhaps through Catharine Bourne Farm, but there is fence across there. The dispute has been running for years. I am surprised, because there is  good case on grounds of safety alone to have walkers coming as we did down from Ridge, to be able to come off the road before connecting with the footpaths that take us west towards Shenley.  Incidentally, the footpath to the left up the road on the far side of the glade, the footpath that should take you up by Rabley Park Farm, is also impassable: only for being overgrown with nettles, but impassable.
